If you're unsure about your
abilities why not get a freelance copywriter on
the case? | charge £15 per 350-400 word post
for regular work, £20 each for one-offs.

It's a free way to publicise blogs to
thousands of screened bloggers and it's
also a handy place to find inspiration for
new posts when your creativity’s flagging.
